COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course examines the origins of pharmacy and the development of the pharmacy profession up to
the twentieth century. It covers the evolution of both the pharmacist and the pharmacy assistant, the
history of legislation that affects the practice of pharmacy, and the roles and duties of pharmacists and
pharmacy assistants. It also examines the need for pharmacy regulation and standard practice, as well
as the regulation of controlled substances. Students will also become familiar with common medical
terms and symbols used in pharmaceutical documentation and prescription orders.
